The Diary of Anne Frank

The Woodcrest Baptist Academy high school will proudly present the Diary of Anne
Frank for its spring play. Three performances are scheduled, a 12:30 matinee on
Thursday, April 29, a 7:00 pm performance on Friday, April 30, and a special dinner
theater/ fundraiser performance on Saturday, May 1 at 5:00 pm.

This Pulitzer Prize-winning play was based on the diary of a young Jewish woman,
Anne Frank, who hid along with her family and several others in an attic in
Amsterdam for over two years in order to avoid capture by the Nazis. During the two
years that Anne and her family were in hiding, this courageous young woman, who
wanted to write professionally one day, kept a daily journal in which she recorded her
hopes, fears, and dreams.

Anne’s touching diary was found in the attic after she and the others were discovered by the Nazis and sent to
concentration camps in Germany and Poland. Anne’s father, Otto Frank, was the only member of her family to survive the
Nazi death camps. Miep Gies, a Dutch friend of the Franks who helped them during their years in hiding, gave Anne’s
diary to her father after the war, and he had it published in novel form. The novel became a world-wide best seller, and
the script for the play was published in 1954.
